1924 Studebaker Light Six Coupe’
This 207 cubic inch, 40 bhp car was a popular model in the Studebaker line-up during the Roaring Twen-

ties. The Light Six was replaced a vear later by the larger engined Standard Six. All metal bodies welded

up from steel pressings were a selling feature at this time.




1949 Studebaker R-Series Pick-up Truck

Studebaker presented truck customers with this offering for the 1949 model year. Powered by a choice of
6 cylinder engines and weight capacities from 2 ton to 2 tons, this truck was very popular for many
years, and has proven to be an extremely durable vehicle. In addition to being collected, some of these
units are still working for their livings.
